Functional plant surfaces and biomimetic applications

Within the DFG graduate program Bionics – Interactions across Boundaries to the Environment (GRK 1572) we award a scholarship by the 1st of April or later.

Plant surfaces provide a large diversity of hierarchical surface structures and with different functionalities. Our group has an extensive experience in surface functionalities and phenomena, leading to the discovery of the Lotus- and Salvinia-Effect. In cooperation with several industrial partners the technical implementation of these effects was realized.

A Ph.D. Position is advertised, which deals with the topic “Moisture harvesting on plant surfaces”. Cuticular plant surfaces are often able to absorb rain or harvest dew to enhance the condensation of water. This phenomenon is of great interest for technical applications.
